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From Whipsnade Tree Cathedral in Dunstable to a working men's club in Eastbourne.
From the old milestone markers on the B4073 in Gloucestershire to the gravestone of
Blackie the warhorse on Merseyside, it is an eclectic list of the listed: Historic England's
selection of the most intriguing sites registered in 2017.

Possibly the most striking structure on the list is a Victorian gas tower off the Old Kent
Road in London. When it was built in 1881 it was the biggest in the world. Its wrought
iron frame has been dominating the skyline ever since. And like all the sites listed in 2017,
it won't be going anywhere anytime soon.
