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Next year, it's off the list. It will be offered a transitional grant of 17 million
pounds to help it reorganise and create a base out of London, possibly

Manchester.
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It's part of a much wider shifting of cash out of the capital. The Royal Opera
House, the National Theatre and others in London are facing cuts with cash

being moved to other regions.
